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Sharing learning logo – guidelines for use

This logo has been produced in conjunction with the Learning the Lessons Committee in response to requests from forces for a common, identifiable branded logo. It has been designed to be used by forces to illustrate situations where they have learned from an incident and other parts of the force, or other forces, can benefit from this learning. 
The logo has been created in the style of the Learning the Lessons logo and should not be altered, except to replace the small logo in the corner with your force logo, as described below (in the electronic version the small logo in the corner is the IPCC’s logo). If you need to adjust the size of the logo, please do so using one of the corner tabs so as not to distort the image. The colour and font must remain exactly the same. 

Instructions

The logo has been designed as an Adobe Illustrator file – you will need Adobe Illustrator on your computer to be able to open this file. The following instructions explain how to add your force’s logo:

· To drop your force logo into the logo you can copy and paste it into Illustrator
· Readjust the logo to the correct size so it does not appear stretched or squashed

· Move your force logo to the correct position in the logo – this should be the top left-hand corner of the blue box
· The file can then be saved with your force logo included 
To add the logo to another program

· Highlight the whole logo by clicking control A

· Then click edit in the top tool bar, then copy

· In the program you want to copy to, click edit and paste
